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|- LETTER FROM THE CHAIR:



2012 encompassed many changes in Health Care; these changes were reflected in progress in
both the broad discipline of Laboratory Medicine as well as to our Department. We continued our
tradition of 3 CCCs of Togetherness, which are: Collaboration, Cooperation and Communication.
Working together with 297 faculty members, nearly 45 residents and several hundred Technologists
& Technicians, nurses, administrators, and staff who make up the department, we have made rapid
strides toward achieving those goals. This year we achieved an overall annual productivity of
4,888,460 tests, which could not have been reached, without our dedicated manpower (1,045
employees). With the appointment of new Heads of Laboratories, Heads of Units and Laboratory
Directors and with the creation of an Executive Committee, the Department now has the
infrastructure it needs to continue its path.

All through 2011, we continued a steady expansion in our three major missions; Laboratory
Services, Teaching & Training and Research Activities. In the Laboratory service arena, we
continued to push ahead with the implementation of Quality Assurance System at Al- Manial
Clinical Pathology Laboratory and Chemical Pathology Laboratory, which will expand to the rest of
our labs very soon. A new IT system has been introduced during March 2011 at Pediatrics Hospital
Labs. With that implementation there is interfacing between the Lab machines and the Lab
computer system in most of our Labs. The New Maternity Hospital Lab has opened and since mid
2012 we become responsible for the Lab at the Clinical Oncology and Nuclear Medicine Dept.

Teaching & Training activities also remained very strong. Our goal is to train Clinical & Chemical
Pathologists who will make a difference whether they chose a career path in academic medicine or
in clinical practice. In addition to the pre— Master & pre-Doctorate teaching & training programs we
now offer regular training to the Egyptian Fellowship Board Students in addition to 2 weeks
condensed summer training program to undergraduate students. And we delivered a customized
training program to the Sudanese delegation that will also be a yearly event. We formed a
partnership with the Training Program in Regenerative Medicine (TPRM) of the University of
Toronto in Canada to introduce Regenerative Medicine in Cairo University. TPRM offered regular
weekly lectures from September 2012 to April 2013 that were webcasted from Toronto and were
displayed at an auditorium in the Learning Resource Center (LRC) in Kasr Al-Ainy. This was the
first event to introduce a Regenerative Medicine Training program in Egypt, Africa and the Middle
East. This is a first building block for the Regenerative Medicine Unit that will be inaugurated in
2013.

In the Research arena, several research projects were funded by the faculty under the roof of the
2-5yr plan for the Research activities of the Department, which involved all 4 specialties of the
Department (Hematology, Immunology, Microbiology and Chemistry. As for our Faculty
publications, over 50 articles were published in international Journals, several of which were in the
high impact journals. A source of pride was the work of our Faculty Staff in a collaborative initiative
with the Egyptian Society of Laboratory Medicine in organizing ESLM 2012, which was held at the
Cairo International Conference Center from 18th-20th of April 2012. The Department is building on
an extraordinary legacy and we plan to make it a yearly event and is now preparing for 2013
CLINCHEM Conference with Regenerative Medicine as its theme.

In summary, the Department remains strong and undergoing carefully planned incremental growth,
reflecting both our role in academia and in Laboratory service. With the opening of the the new Lab
at the New “185 ER Hospital” we look forward to gradual recruitment of several more staff and also
to working closely with all of our other colleagues in the Faculty and Hospital to build our research,
teaching and clinical enterprise in a fashion that melds with programmatic directions of the
University as a whole.
